Net Scripts

5/17/06

(Lines in " ( ) " are for Net Control only! Do not read over the air!)

(Please “unkey” and let the repeater drop when you reach a ‘pause’. If you are on simplex, count to five before continuing.)

(Opening and beginning of hour script)

(Read this script when the Net is opened and at the beginning of every hour. Discontinue beginning of hour readings if the Net is busy with traffic)

(1) “This is,” (your call), “with the Franklin County Emergency Network-Operations Net. This Net has been established for the (name of drill/event).”

(pause)

(2) “Your Net Control station is,” (give your callsign, then give your callsign phonetically) and my name is,” (give your name).

(pause)

(3) “This is a directed Net. Please use normal Net procedure and give emergency traffic priority at all times. Please keep non event-related traffic to a minimum unless otherwise advised by Net Control.”

(pause)

(4a) (If this is the opening of the Net, go to ‘Script B‘)

(4b) (If this is the beginning of the hour mark, go to ‘Script A‘)

(end)

(Script A=:10, :30 and :40 minute mark of each hour, and the beginning of every hour)

(The reading of this script can be suspended if the Net is busy with traffic)

(1) “This is, “ (your callsign) “Net Control for the Franklin County Emergency Network-Operations Net.”

(pause)

(2) “The Net is standing by for any traffic. Any stations with traffic, or anyone  wishing to check into or out of the Net, please give your callsign only”

(Handle traffic and/or check ins. Go back to #1 until all check ins and traffic is cleared. When the Net is clear, go to #3.)

(3) “This is Net Control,” (your callsign), “out.”

(end)

(Script B=:20 and :50 minute mark of each hour, and the opening of the Net.) 

(This reading of this script can be suspended if the Net is busy with traffic.)

(1) “This is, “ (your callsign) “Net Control for the Franklin County Emergency Network-Operations Net.”

(pause)

(2) “The Net is standing by for any traffic. Any stations with traffic, or anyone  wishing to check into or out of the Net, please give your callsign only”

(Handle traffic and/or check ins. Go back to #2 until all check ins and traffic is cleared. When the Net is clear, go to #3.)

(3) (If this is the opening of the Net, go to #4)

(STATUS CHECK : Net Control should do a status check of each station. (This can be suspended if there is traffic on the frequency.)  Each station should be called and their status noted. If there are any changes, notify the EC/AEC as soon as possible.)

(4) (If #4 to #8 are ‘empty’, then go to #9)

(Other - to be decided by EC/AEC)

(pause)

(5) (Other - to be decided by EC/AEC)

(pause)

(6) (Other - to be decided by EC/AEC)

(pause)

(7) (Other - to be decided by EC/AEC)

(pause)

(8) (Other - to be decided by EC/AEC)

(pause)

(9) “This is Net Control,” (your callsign), “out.”

(end)

(CLOSING SCRIPT)

This is (your callsign), Net Control for the Franklin County Emergency Network-Operations Net. At this time we are securing this Net. All participating stations are released, and may secure operations.
